3. A Reflective Essay: Most people have been exposed to music throughout their lives,
whether by listening to music or by playing their own instrument. Choose a defining
moment in your life that was affected by music and describe how it has changed your life.

4. A Comparative Essay: Music varies greatly. Pick two narrow topics, and compare and
contrast. Example topics: two instrument comparisons, two musician comparisons or a
then vs. now, music genre and style comparisons, cultural differences in music, etc.

5. A Persuasive Essay: It's easy enough to find someone who loves (or strongly dislikes) a
certain genre of music, but there are a lot of other argumentative topics that make great
music essays, including but not limited to: age to start music appreciation, censorship,
piracy, illegal downloading, the impact of music on criminality, etc.

Step 4: Fill out the attached information sheet.

Step 5: Have your parent sign below as confirmation that they have read the above information with
you, approve of participation in our program if selected to receive assistance, and grant
permission to Tri-County Beard & Mustache Society to have access to students grades/report
cards at their school as needed.
